(a) Planning Applications Received:

140/15 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – As no police representative was in attendance, the Clerk advised that 24 crimes were reported in August.  The Clerk was asked to write to the local police suggesting litter picking as a method of restorative justice for minor crimes such as vandalism and anti-social behaviour.
(b) Adam Simmonds – Community Walkabout – The Clerk met with Mr Simmonds 28 August.  Amongst 
the topics discussed were provision of a police office at the Fire Station, shop lifting, drug offences, parking and traffic issues.
(c) JAG Meeting – it was agreed that the report of the last meeting be circulated to the members.  Cllr Gough to attend the next meeting.

141/15 Neighbourhood Plan
The Clerk advised that the Examiner’s report recommended the Neighbourhood Plan proceed to referendum subject to a few minor amendments.  BCW Services Committee was meeting on 14 September to approve the referendum details, which will be held on 29 October.

142/15 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – the land agreement still needs to be signed.   Meetings have been held with DWH regarding the legal agreement and negotiations regarding the pitch layout of the sports field are ongoing.  It was resolved that EBPC write to DWH to confirm that they will support EBUFC’s request that the football match pitch is constructed to FA Level 5 standards.  It was also resolved that Nortoft’s services be retained whilst negotiations continue and £2000.00 was allocated to meet the costs.

143/15 Earls Barton Junior Youth Club
Cllr Bond advised that no applications were received for the position of Junior Youth Club Leader. The club will continue with three volunteers taking on the organisation and administration.

144/15 Committees
(a) Minutes of the Social/Housing/Planning Committee meeting of 23 June – it was resolved to adopt the minutes as a correct record.
(b) Minutes of the Allotment Committee meeting of 18 August – it was resolved to adopt the minutes as correct record, subject to noting that a recommendation to renew tenancy agreements in September was amended to December at a subsequent inspection meeting.
(c) Terms of Reference for the Allotment Committee – it was resolved to adopt the Terms of Reference. 

145/15 Venue for Parish Council Meetings
Following discussion, it was resolved to continue to hold Parish Council meetings at Community.

146/15 General Power of Competence
Following discussion it was resolved to approve the use of the General Power of Competence by EBPC.

147/15 Pension and Auto Enrolment
It was decided not to engage the services of an advisory company.  The Clerk will deal with the matter, with assistance from Cllr Bond.

148/15 Christmas Tree Festival
It was agreed that EBPC enter the All Saints Christmas Tree Festival.  Cllrs Morrison and Rice will assist the Clerk.

149/15 Former Parish Councillor Derek Shurville
A request for a memorial was received.  It was agreed that the Chair would speak to Mr Shurville’s family prior to a decision being made.

150/15 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Mole and Rabbit monitoring – following discussion, it was resolved to engage the services of Heyford  Moles and Pest Controls to deal with any mole activity in the Cemetery, Pocket Parks and Pioneer Sports Field.  The Grange Sports Field will also be included, subject to a letter being received from Earls Barton Sports Association.
(b) Request for Zebra crossing – Station Road – the Clerk reported on a meeting with NCC.  It was noted that a safety railing will be fitted at the bottom of the steps to the alley from London End.  The Clerk will request a white advisory line to be placed over the drop kerbs at the junction of Station Road and The Square to assist crossing.  It was agreed that independent advise should be sought before a decision is reached regarding placing a crossing slightly south of the alley to London End.
(c) Bollard outside Premier Store, Station Road – following discussion a vote was held.  As a result of the vote, no request for a bollard outside Premier Stores will be made.
(d) Downgrading of Clay Lane – the Clerk advised that NCC will no longer be applying for a licence to downgrade Clay Lane due to the number of objections received.  They will now be looking at Traffic Orders that could allow restricted access to the area and will report back in due course.
(e) Land off Aggate Way – the Clerk has written to NCC regarding acquiring the land and outlining the community benefits that could be achieved.  
(f) Tebbutts Yard – it was agreed that no action be taken on an anonymous letter received outlining problems relating to rubbish taking up spaces in a private car park.
(g) VAS Maintenance – it was noted that the current contractor was stepping down.  The Clerk will advertise for a new contractor.
(h) Parking Restrictions on Little Green Car Park – the current restrictions were reviewed by the members and it was agreed that, as it was working well, no changes to the restriction are required.
(i) Park Street Car Park – CONFIDENTIAL – the public and press were asked to leave the meeting during consideration of this item in accordance with section 100A of the Local Government Act 1972, on the grounds that it involves the likely disclosure of exempt information of the description shown in Part 1 of Schedule 12A to the Act.
